
Guatemala 1965-1990s 
Over 100,000 Guatemalan 
Indians killed by the    
military. 

Paraguay 1972-1990s 
Thousands of Ache Indians enslaved, 
tortured and killed by the             
government. 

Bosnia 1992-1995 
“Ethnic cleansing” by the Serbs 

Iraq 1987-1988 
The Al-Anfal campaign under 
Saddam Hussein used chemical 
weapons to eliminate the civilian 
population of Kurds living in 
Iraq. 180,000 killed and many    
thousands more were displaced. 

Nigeria 1966-1970 
Government troops 
slaughtered the Ibo 
people in northern 
Nigeria. 

Burundi 1965-1972 
Tutsi killed between 100,000 
and 300,00 Hutus. 

Rwanda 1994 
In just 100 days, 800,000 
Tutsi were massacred by 
the Hutu. 

Botswana 1904-1907 
The German government massacred 
65,000 of the 800,000 Herero people 
in Southern Africa. 

Sudan 2003-now 
At least 150,000 dead and more than 2 million   
displaced in Darfur in a state-sponsored ethnic  
cleansing of the black Africans by the Arab Africans. 

Bangladesh 1971 
The Pakistani government 
killed between 1 and 3 
million Bengalis in the 
former East Pakistan (now 
Bangladesh). 

Cambodia 1975-1979 
2 million killed in the “killing 
fields” under Pol Pot’s Khmer 
Rouge. 

Indonesia 1965-
1966 
600,000 
“Communists” and   
political opponents 
killed by the Indo-
nesian government. 

East Timor 1975-
1990s 
100,000 (out of 
600,000) citizens 
killed by Indone-
sian troops. 

China 1949-1975 
Between 40 and 70 million civilians 
killed (under Mao Zedong’s Leader-
ship) through purges, the Great Leap 
Forward and the Cultural Revolution. 

Turkey 1915-1919 
The Ottoman Empire killed at least 
1.5 million Armenians under cover 
of WWI. 

Soviet Union 1932-1951 
Under Stalin’s leadership, approximately 20 
million killed through famine, forced marches 
and execution. 

The Holocaust of Europe 1933-1945 
11 million killed under Hitler’s Nazi 
Regime; including Jews, Gypsies, 
handicapped, homosexuals, and     
Jehovah Witnesses. 
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
